 Requirements

1. Each student must choose a problem (if one more students choose same problem, you must make an application. Your application may be approved based on the problem scale, difficulty and so on). The deadline of this procedure is by 8th, March.  The documents you submit include:

a. Problem title

b.  Problem background introduction (at least 500 words)
c. The specific problem to be solved (at least 300 words)
2. Once you decide the problem, you should always in mind the possible solutions during the course period. 

3. You are allowed to use two weeks (freely in the lab or anywhere) for solving the problems.   The deadline of this procedure is a week before the course terminate.  The final document include:
a. Title (at most 80 words)

b. Abstract (200-300 words)

c. Introduction (include related works, 1-1.5 A4 pages)

d. Your methods to the problem (2-3 A4 pages)

e. Experiments ( at least 1 page)

f. Conclusion (500+ words).
